The management committee presents their report and financial statements for the year ended 31 March 2009.

The accounts have been prepared in accordance with the accounting policies set out in note 1 to the accounts and
comply with the Charity’s memorandum and articles of association, applicable law and the requirements of the
"Accounting and Reporting by Charities: Statement of Recommended Practice”, revised 2005.

Structure, governance and management
The One to One Children's Fund (henceforth referred to as "the Charity") is a company limited by guarantee, and
was set up on 22 January 2001. It is governed by a memorandum and articles of association.

The management committee, who are also the trustees and directors for the purpose of company law, who served
during the year were:

No trustee had any beneficial interest in any contract with the Charity during the period. All of the management
committee are members of the company and guarantee to contribute £1 in the event of a winding up.

Trustee’s liability insurance has been taken out to protect the Charity against losses arising from neglect or default
of the trustees.

Induction and training of trustees

Existing trustees brief new trustees on the Charity's aims and objectives. They are given a copy of the Memorandum
and Articles of Association along with the latest financial statements. They are also given literature about the charity
and directed towards the charity's website. They are also sent a copy of the charity commission’s guidelines for
Trustees which will help them to fulfil their role in line with charity and company law.

Under the memorandum and articles of association, at the first annual general meeting all the trustees shall retire
from office and, at every subsequent annual general meeting, one third of the trustees shall retire annually and be
eligible for reappointment.

Risk management

The trustees review the strategic activities and financial position of the Charity at its regular board meetings.
They consider potential risks to which the Charity is exposed. As part of this process, the trustees have
implemented a risk management strategy which comprises an annual review of the risks which the Charity may
face and the establishment of systems and procedures to mitigate those risks identified in the plan and the
implementation of procedures designed to minimise any potential impact on the Charity should those risks
materialise.

Objectives and activities

The Charity’s focus is the wellbeing of children affected by conflict, political upheaval and disease.

The Charity's goal is to create centres of excellence and models of best practice from which the Charity, and others,
can learn, and replicate.

Project Funding

The Charity regularly reviews its project funding needs with its local partners. All new funding proposals are
reviewed by the trustees who ensure that they are in accordance with the Charity’s objectives.

Achievements and performance

During the year under review the Charity's income was £785,000. (2008: £934,000). The trustees are grateful to all
donors for the contributions received during the year and their continued support in the future. The board has

successfully adopted a fundraising strategy focusing on raising funds from trusts, foundations and other major
donors.

The Charity has made excellent progress with its projects in Africa, Kosovo, Middle East and the UK. In each of its
projects the Charity aims to improve the quality of children's lives by working hand in hand with local communities
and volunteers from these communities to create programmes that are driven and championed by local people. This
empowers the community, ensures changing needs and local issues are quickly identified and addressed, and
safeguards the long-term sustainability of each project. A review of the expenditure incurred on these projects is
included under note 3 to the financial statements. Each project is described more fully on the Charity's website at
www.one2onekids.org. and summarised in the notes to these accounts.

Financial review

The income for the Charity for the period under review was £785,000 and the expenditure in furtherance of the

charitable objects as set out in note 4 to the financial statements was £773,000. The Charity’s reserves at the end of
the period were £261,000

Reserves policy

The trustees have adopted a policy that, where possible, a general funds cash reserve covering six months
administration running costs of the Charity will be maintained. Six months administration running costs for this year
amounted to £48,000.The unrestricted reserves at 31 March 2009 were £65,000,

Investment policy

In accordance with the memorandum and articles of association, the trustees have the power to invest in such
assets as they see fit. The Charity has a policy of keeping surplus liquid funds in short term deposits. This low risk
investment policy provided the flexibility in making charitable grants and ensures the Charity has adequate funds to
meet ongoing grant commitments and administration costs in accordance with its reserves policy.

Plans for the future

Plans have been developed to expand our successful pilot projects in Africa, Kosovo, the Middle East and the UK .
Strategic financing is being sought to fund and sustain these projects in the longer term.

In Kosovo, the Charity continues its counselling work from its two centres following its partnership with the Danish
Refugee Council. Following the graduation of its counselling trainees, the Charity entered into an agreement with
the Kosovo Ministries of Health and Labour & Social Welfare, to train and mentor 20 social workers in a counselling
course accredited by the University of Pristina.

Within Africa, the Charity is working closely with Unicef, The Clinton Foundation, Sidaction, Partners in Health and
The Kidzpositive Family Fund to establish best practice in the treatment of children with HIV/AIDS through facilitating
the development of the PATA (Paediatric AIDS Treatment for Africa) network of treatment teams throughout Africa.
The Charity is funding the implementation of PATA’s new expert patient programme which now covers 35 clinics
across Africa. The Charity is also funding the infrastructure of PATA’s head office in South Africa and is engaged in
a programme to educate young people about HIV/AIDS and life-skills using football as the vehicle for teaching these
skills. To help counter the growing threat of malnutrition to HIV affected children in Africa, the Charity is developing a
series of sustainable food gardening projects in clinics, schools and communities.

In the Middle East, the Charity is focusing on trauma healing of children in Palestinian and Israeli schools. The
Charity is planning to extend its pilot project, known as project CHERISH, which brings together psychosocial
professionals from both sides, in a unique collaboration to identify and treat children exhibiting symptoms of post
traumatic stress disorder or functional impairment.

In the UK, the Charity is piloting an outreach programme in citizenship classes in secondary schools, based on
educational material derived from its successful Muslim-Jewish theatre programmes at the Tricycle Theatre in
London and the Royal Exchange Theatre in Manchester.

None of this would be possible without the support of our donors and the vision and commitment of our partners,
trustees, staff and volunteers who share their time, energy and skills with the charity.

Disclosure of information to auditors

Each of the trustees has confirmed that there is no information of which they are aware which is relevant to the
audit, but of which the auditor is unaware. They have further confirmed that they have taken appropriate steps to
identify such relevant information and to establish that the auditors are aware of such information.

Auditors

Accounting policies

Basis of preparation
The accounts are prepared under the historical cost convention.

The accounts have been prepared in accordance with the accounting policies set out in this note 1 to the
financial statements and comply with the charities trust deed, the Charities Act 1993 and the Statement of
Recommended Practice: Accounting and Reporting by Charities 2005.

The Charity is a company limited by guarantee. The members of the company are the trustees named on page
1. In the event of the charity being wound up, the liability in respect of the guarantee is limited to £1 per
member of the Charity.

Incoming resources

All incoming resources are included in the Statement of Financial Activities when the Charity is legally entitled
to the income and the amount can be quantified with reasonable certainty.

Gifts in kind donated for distribution are included at valuation and recognized as income when they are
distributed to projects. Gifts donated for resale are included as income when they are sold. No amounts are
included in the financial statements for services donated by volunteers.

General funds are unrestricted funds which are available for use at the discretion of the trustees in furtherance
of the general objectives of the charity and which have not been designated for other purposes.

Investment income is recognised on a receivable basis.

Resources expended

All expenditure is accounted for on an accruals basis and has been classified under headings that aggregate
all costs related to the category. Where costs cannot be directly attributed to particular headings they have
been allocated to activities on a basis consistent with the use of the resources.

Fund-raising and publicity costs are those incurred in seeking voluntary contributions and include the costs of
disseminating information in support of the charitable activities. Support costs are those costs incurred directly
in support of expenditure on the objects of the charity.

Tangible fixed assets and depreciation

Tangible fixed assets, of fixtures, fittings & equipment, are stated at cost less depreciation. Depreciation is
provided at rates calculated to write off the cost less estimated residual value of each asset over its expected
useful life on a straight line basis.

One to One After School Centres

In partnership with Sahayi, a local NGO, we have
established child activity centres in Tamil Nadu
and Allapad, Kerala, which address the nutritional,
educational, social and counselling needs of 1,500
of the most vulnerable children affected by the
Tsunami. This programme became fully
sustainable in December 2008 and the Charity
now provides reduced financial support to Sahayi
for the extension of its activities.

Kosovo £124,000

One to One Kosovo Counselling Centres -
Prizren and Peja (£59,000)

One to One Kosovo continues to operate
counselling centres in Prizren and Peja, assisting
3,000 children and parents each year, to cope with
post conflict trauma, problems of domestic
violence and stress related symptoms.
Counselling services involve both centre-based
work and outreach work in the community, in 50
villages and in local primary and secondary
schools. Therapy for the children includes art,
games and group activities to help them reflect on
their experiences.

One to One Kosovo also received support from
the Danish Refugee Council, a strategic partner
of the Charity.

One to One Psychosocial Counselling Training
Course (£65,000)

One to One Kosovo started its second 16-month
accredited training course to provide the
governmental mental health and social welfare
institutions with 20 highly trained counsellors to
work with children, families and adults in 10 of the
30 municipalities of Kosovo. This training course is
organised in a joint collaboration with the Kosovo
Ministries of Health, Labour and Social Welfare and
the Zagreb-based Society for Psychological
Assistance. Upon completion of the course, all
counsellors continue to work in their previous
positions, dissemination best practice and affirming

The CHERISH Schools Intervention Project
with One to One (£33,000)

The Charity is providing funding for a joint
Israeli/Palestinian intervention to address the
psychological consequences of violence on school
children suffering from post traumatic stress
disorder (PTSD), in Israeli and Palestinian

communities.

The CHERISH School based Initiative will reach a
total of 1,500 children in 3 primary schools, two
based in Akko, Israel (one Jewish school and one
Arab school) and one in Bethlehem, Palestinian
Territory. The project includes the training of
teachers and professionals, screening of children
for PTSD- related symptoms, and the delivery of a
range of classroom-based interventions designed
to build resilience. School psychologists and
guidance counsellors work individually and in

small groups with those children most at risk.

At the professional level, the project supports joint
research, sharing of knowledge and the setting up

of networks between psycho-social

community health professionals to benefit children

in Israel and the Palestinian Territories.

Charity has also provided funding for video
conferencing equipment to facilitate this working

interaction.

One to One Projects -
Israel After School Centres (£81,000)

In Israel, One to One Projects funds more than 40
After School Centres. Children come from the
Druse, Muslim, Christian, Jewish and Bedouin
communities in some of the most poverty stricken
areas of Israel. The centres offer a hot meal, help
with homework, and outdoor activities including
cycling clubs and martial arts programmes,

through Budo for Peace.
