LONDON: A day before the AC Milan showdown, Harry Redknapp, Manager of Tottenham Hotspur was interviewed at an exclusive fundraising breakfast event in support of One to One Children’s Fund. He spoke fondly about his career in football and in particular his time at White Hart Lane and of his preparation for the big match.

Harry spoke about the commitment and dedication of players like Frank Lampard and David Beckham and how important it was that we should all give back. He wished players would get more involved with football schemes involving local children, and become role models for them. 

The event helped to raise awareness of the Charity’s work with children affected by HIV/AIDS in South Africa, where the Charity has developed an innovative way to use football to teach youngsters vital life skills through the Play Football for Life Programme (PFL). The programme runs in Rustenberg, South Africa, England’s base for the last World Cup. 

Harry Redknapp is one of the most successful managers of his generation and has been tipped by many to be the next England manager. Harry is well known for being engaging, insightful and has a reputation for speaking his mind on any subject you care to discuss with him. 

Funds raised at the breakfast will go towards One to One Children’s Funds programmes, rebuilding the lives of children suffering the effects of trauma and HIV/AIDS, including the ground-breaking Play Football for Life programme in South Africa. The event raised more than £50,000.

Harry Redknapp has had a long career in football, both as player and manager.  He has previously managed Bournemouth, West Ham United, Portsmouth (twice), Southampton and now Tottenham Hotspur. In season 2009/10 he guided Spurs into the UEFA Champions League for the very first time. Redknapp then oversaw their advancement to the last 16 of that tournament. They were the only debutant club to have qualified for the knock out stage of the tournament, having topped their group ahead of current holders Inter Milan.

Play Football for Life
One to One Children’s Fund and Africaid-Whizzkids United have formed a partnership to implement and roll out Play Football for Life (PFL), a unique and innovative project aiming to create an AIDS-free generation. The programme is being implemented in Rustenburg, South Africa.
A 10-hour Life Skills course spread across 6 weeks and run in schools forms the foundation of the programme. After each football training exercise the children are brought back together and asked to apply the lessons they learned from training to life. For example, understanding the importance of a goal in football is easy but what about the need for having goals in life? To score a goal in football you have to beat the defenders and the goalkeeper but what obstacles do you have to overcome in life to achieve your goals? How do you prevent HIV infection becoming your biggest obstacle in life? 
2,831 children have been involved in Play Football for Life (PFL) over the past year and graduated through a World Cup style tournament, receiving cups and medals to mark their effort.
The second phase of Play Football for Life is now being rolled out in Rustenburg. One to One Children’s Fund estimates that as many as 3,000 children will benefit directly from the new Play Football for Life programme in at least 8 under resourced local primary schools by December 2011. The expected learning outcomes of the PFL Life Skills programme are:
* Goal-setting, values, long-term thinking, career planning
* Gender equality, stereotypes, respect, asserting rights
* HIV/AIDS awareness, HIV testing
* Managing emotions, communication, responsibility, self-determination
* Peer pressure, drugs and alcohol, abusive situations; Family support, choosing good friends and partners, where to get help
In 2012, our aim is to roll out the Life Skills programme to the Eastern Cape Province and reach out to another 3,000 children over the year.
